a. What are you believing and saying about yourself? 
 

4. What you believe and confess about yourself determines the life you live. 
a. Read Romans 10:9-10 

 
5. Without fully embracing our new life in Christ we will not fully experience the benefits and 

promise of this new life. 
a. Examples of life transformation 

1. From single life to married life 
2. From non-student life to student life 
3. From meat eating life to vegetarian life 
4. From sinner life to Christian life 

 
6.  Death and life are in the power of the tongue: And they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof”.

7. What kind of fruit are your words producing in your life? 
a. God has already given us a wonderful new life in Christ.  
b. We don’t need to make up a new identity or look any further than the Bible.

           1.  God says, I am delivered from the power of darkness. 
     d.  For sin shall not have dominion over you:  For you are not under the law (law of sin), But 

under grace”.  Romans 6:14 
1. God says, I am no longer a sinner, for sin has no more dominance over my life.
